· Address behavioral concerns with campers before they become a disruption.

· Be on time.  Please inform Museum of changes.

· Make sure instructor knows where you are at all times.

· Provide positive encouragement to campers.

· Follow appropriate dress code guidelines and wear nametags which will be kept at the front desk and must be worn at all times in the building.
· Record volunteer hours in the log at the front desk each day.
